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For our mid-week walk on 10th January it was decided to take the ramblers on a Treasure Trail around Basingstoke.  
Led by Sandra ten members of Oakley Ramblers proceeded to the centre of Basingstoke and were then split into two separate teams.  Each member of each team was given a set of 20 clues together with directions to those clues.
Each of the two teams started the walk at a different location as designated on the directions.  No map was needed; it was up to each group to follow the directions leading to the clue.
We discovered things about Basingstoke we didn’t know for example:
Canal Treasure
Basingstoke is famous for its canal.  It was used during both world wars for transporting goods from ports on the south coast of England to London.  During these times a barge of German gold went missing!
The weather that day was unbelievably sunny and the walk and Treasure Hunt was enjoyed by all the ramblers attending.  The walk was estimated to be approx. two miles and took less than two hours, taking into account stopping and searching for clues.
We had to purchase the walk at a nominal sum of £6.99 from Treasure Trails and on completion of the walk we submitted our answer which was entered in the monthly £100 draw.  
Sadly we weren’t lucky but we aim to do another Treasure Trail later in the year.
